The program presents artists who model the exhibition space
not only through the objects that represent their communica-
tion strategies but also through the lack thereof, reflecting on
the links between visual and notional/semantic content. The
so-created ‘breaks’ in the expositions set certain perceptual
parameters and provoke a careful reflection of concepts
located in the specific architectural space of a building built
to store a huge, but already empty water tank.
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
